     Alabama SBDC

The University of Alabama Small Business Development (SBDC) serves an eight county area of 
west central Alabama.  A charter member of the Alabama Small Business Development Consor-
tium, the center delivers a range of services—such as counseling, training and information transfer-
- through a combination of professional staff, graduate students, University of Alabama faculty and 
contributions from community professionals in its service area.  Throughout its history, the center 
has been a part of the University’s Culverhouse College of Commerce and Business Administration.   
The center is located in the AIME Building on the University of Alabama campus.

The bulk of the center’s eight county service area—Bibb, Chilton, Dallas, Greene, Hale, Perry, 
Pickens and Tuscaloosa—is situated in a portion of the state commonly referred to as the “Black 
Belt.”  Due to a combination of historical forces, the Black Belt counties have struggled economi-
cally in comparison with other Alabama counties.  In recognition of these factors, the University of 
Alabama and others—including the Governor’s offi ce and a range of state and federal agencies—
have put great emphasis on new ideas and programs that can assist the region’s development on a 
wide range of issues.   

In step with those efforts, in 2000, the SBDC, in collaboration with the College of Commerce’s 
Center for Business and Economic Research, created a new outreach program targeting distressed 
Black Belt Counties.  The Alabama Entrepreneurial Research Network (AERN) provides entrepre-
neurial tools and training to partner agencies throughout the Black Belt.  The goal of the program 
is provide a “toolkit” of research materials and technology at the grassroots level to local agencies.  
The agencies include local chambers of commerce or other viable local economic development 
entities.  The resources provided are supported by on-site training of our partners and through the 
programs website at aern.cba.ua.edu.  The AERN partners, in turn, are tasked with providing local 
entrepreneurs assistance and support with the tools AERN provides as they work to create, open and 
sustain their own businesses.  

AERN has been sustained through multiple awards from federal and state agencies.  It is also sup-
ported by the Alabama Small Business Development Consortium and the Offi ce of the Provost at 
the University of Alabama.

The Alabama Entrepreneurial Research Network started in partnership with four original counties 
in 2000-2001.  Today, as a result of its documented success in starting businesses and aiding in the 
economic development of its partner counties, the AERN is located in 15 counties in the Black Belt 
and beyond.  And the growth and success of AERN has greatly leveraged the impact of the Univer-
sity of Alabama Small Business Development Center and allowed it to broaden its reach in a time of 
limited program resources.

1. How was ADEM created?  
ADEM was created through an act of the Alabama Legislature, bringing together operations from several state agencies on 
October 1, 1982. The impetus for ADEM’s creation was quality customer service, a very progressive objective for state gov-
ernment not only in the early 80’s but even today. Within ADEM’s founding legislation there are charges to improve services 
to the citizens of the state, to be fl exible and able to meet changing conditions and to become ever more effi cient in our opera-
tions. 

2. What is ADEM”s mission?
In 2004 the Alabama Environmental Management Commission, ADEM’s governing board, adopted the following mission 
statement:  Responsibly adopt and fairly enforce rules and regulations consistent with the statutory authority granted to the 
Alabama Environmental Management Commission (AEMC) and the Alabama Department of Environmental Management 
(ADEM) to protect and improve the quality of Alabama’s environment and the health of all its citizens. Monitor environmen-
tal conditions in Alabama and recommend changes in state law or revise regulations as needed to respond appropriately to 
changing environmental conditions.  ADEM’s founding legislation also lays out the purpose of the agency in the following 
charge:  It is therefore the intent of the Legislature to improve the ability of the state to respond in an effi cient, comprehensive 
and coordinated manner to environmental problems, and thereby assure for all citizens of the state a safe, healthful and pro-
ductive environment.

3. What would you consider ADEM’s biggest accomplishment (s) during your tenure as director?
To-date, there are several accomplishments the citizens of Alabama can be very proud of. As your government, it is impera-
tive that we serve all the people of Alabama in a fair and equitable manner. I clearly understand that the small business owner 
wants to know that they are on a level playing fi eld with their competitors and that their government truly wants to serve them. 
We have made tremendous strides to ensure that all citizens will be treated equally through the development of a Quality Man-
agement System and we have had considerable success in re-framing the ADEM culture to see the citizens of Alabama as their 
customers whose needs and expectations they must work to meet. 
Meeting customer needs and expectations takes many shapes such as turning out a timely permit, making an appropriate 
enforcement decision, providing adequate compliance assistance or ensuring records are accessible to the public. Each ADEM 
process has very specifi c customers it tries to serve with tangible and measurable outputs and the agency as a whole is striving 
to ensure a certain level of quality for all of the products we provide to the many diverse interests in our state. 

4. What projects – that are still in implementation or have not yet begun – are you most looking forward to seeing 
accomplished?
ADEM is in the middle of redesigning its website. One of the outcomes will be a much easier site to navigate for all citizens 
including members of the regulated community. This will provide small business owners with more clear information on the 
regulations that affect them and how to effectively interact with ADEM. 
I am personally challenging our program managers to take a hard look at all points of interaction with Alabama citizens and 
ensure these points have the greatest amount of clarity possible. In line with this there will actually be a tool on the website 
that assists you to know which types of permits you are required to hold, how to obtain the permits, what they cost, the time to 
process and the specifi c paperwork required. 

5. How does ADEM (programs, online, permits, etc.)  assist small business owners in Alabama?
ADEM has several specifi c tools it uses to assist small business owners in Alabama. ADEM’s Ombudsman Offi ce assists small 
businesses in complying with environmental rules and serves as a liaison between ADEM, small business, local governments 
and the general public to keep these groups informed of regulatory changes and opportunities for compliance assistance. This 
offi ce also maintains a toll-free telephone line for inquiries regarding its services, (800) 533-2336. 
ADEM allows for reporting of eDMR’s for NPDES permittees and will soon be testing ePermitting for two permits which 
generally affect small businesses more than any other regulated entities. Once revised, ADEM’s website will be a much more 
powerful resource for small businesses. With all this being said, the most time-tested service we provide is simply the avail-
ability of our program staff to answer questions and provide assistance to small businesses any time it is requested. After all, 
ADEM is your agency, we are here to serve you and we want to serve you.

The Green Revolution has impacted every aspect of our national and regional business and political 
consciousness.  Small businesses are uniquely positioned to facilitate the Green Revolution and profi t 
from the emerging sensitivity the general citizenry have towards environmental issues.  
Many states offer environmental assistance with some of the notables being Vermont, North Carolina 
and Maryland.  Each state has to offer assistance that is consistent with its business composition and 
environmental footprint.
There have been a number of federal government initiatives that have recognized the need for environ-
mentally sound policies and practices.   Some of these programs involved the small business commu-
nity in an integral fashion.  A few of these programs are listed below:

• The HUBZone program encouraged and assisted minority- and women-owned businesses in 
their competition for federal contracts by certifying fi rms that could perform environmental engineer-
ing and construction. 
• The Small Business Investment Company provided venture capital for small businesses and 
invested signifi cant resources in the development of green businesses. 
• The Small Business Development Center Program conducted workshops and seminars on haz-
ardous waste management, waste reduction and recycling, and pollution prevention. 
• The Small Business Compliance Alliance Project helped small businesses comply with envi-
ronmental regulations.

Consistent with the initiatives outlined above at the federal level, one group that has joined these ef-
forts in a supportive role is the Alabama Small Business Development Consortium.  The Alabama 
Small Business Development Consortium is positioning itself to offer some of the following services to 
small businesses in Alabama:

• Programs and initiatives for reducing hazardous materials and waste in business operations;
• Confi dential on-site assessment of business for waste reduction, recycling, energy and water 
use to help reduce operating costs;
• Overview of existing practices related to environmental health and safety;
• Assistance with issues involving regulatory and compliance;
• How to purchase products containing recycled materials and environmentally preferable prod-
ucts;
• Referral service for technical assistance sources;
• Financial planning and analysis in implementing pollution prevention or energy effi ciency in-
vestments;
• How to use a business’s environmental efforts as a marketing tool to differentiate a business 
from competitors and create unique market niches; and
• Opportunities to network and collaborate with other businesses that are reducing their overhead 
through sound environmental management;

 It is essential that small businesses understand the issues and opportunities associated with environ-
mental planning.
